Calling all Member Artists! We have established a Members Gallery dedicated to YOU! 
Replacing what had been known as ‘Rental/Sales’ or ‘the Shop,’ the purpose of the new 
Members Gallery is to showcase the highest quality, two-dimensional art created by  
RGAC members. 

To facilitate this process, we will hold an orientation meeting on Tuesday, April 19 at 5:00 
PM in the RGAC art studio. If you currently have work on display or if you plan to exhibit in 
the Members Gallery in the future, please attend this meeting. There are new guidelines for 
display as well as new opportunities for selected artists. 

The selection process will be conducted twice each year – the last Saturdays in April and October - by a committee of  
artist volunteers. Member artists must submit three pieces of work, none larger than 40” x 40”.
 
Once an artist has been accepted in the Members Gallery, the selected work will be displayed on the sliding walls and on 
the walls of the Members Gallery during the 6-month display period.  In an effort to keep our inventory records accurate, 
RGAC will initiate requests for new or additional work during the display period. 

Selected artists will be invited to keep an artist’s book on file at the front desk and to be represented on our new website. It 
is the artist’s responsibility to provide the artist book as well as the digital files for inclusion on the website.
